WASH Wash exposed area with soap and water.
If a mucous membrane exposure (eyes, nose, mouth), flush with water.

REPORT Report to Nurse Manager (D) / Nurse Administrator (E/H/W) on unit where the exposure
occurred.

e Complete an Accident/Injury Report and initiate source patient testing
